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UPGRADATION OF LABORATORIES

The Department of Biotechnology has been recently upgraded with 

the installa�on of modular research benches. Besides, the following 

latest equipments were procured for the departmental laboratory:

I.  SDS PAGE and Western Blo�ng Apparatus.

II. Digital Visible Spectrophotometer.

III. Microscope with camera.

IV. Worksta�on for Bioinforma�cs work.

A dedicated research lab in the department of Chemistry named as 

“Chemistry Research Lab (CRL)” with almost all the basic research 

facili�es has been made opera�onal from January, 2021. It has 

made possible to expand the scale and scope of research in the 

college by crea�ng a research ecosystem. Among other facili�es, 

the lab has been equipped with High Performance Liquid 

Chromatography (HPLC) System, the first in the valley colleges. HPLC 

system has poten�al analy�cal applica�ons in many areas of 

Chemical and Life Sciences.

LIBRARY AUTOMATION

The library of the college is one of the first libraries of J&K, automated in 2013 using SOUL 

2.0. The library automa�on was further enriched through the use of modern KOHA 

so�ware and RFID technology. This college is among the first colleges of northern India 

that has enabled RFID technology in library automa�on. Se�ng an example, the other 

colleges of the state started implemen�ng the same technology in their libraries for which 

special grants were made available. The Important components of RFID technology are:

Self-Check in/ checkout sta�on: The sta�on allows patrons to issue/return books without 

any human interface. The student has to display his RFID chip based card on the system for 

issue and return of the books.

Book Drop: The system allows the patrons to return books just by dropping in the system 

automa�cally and receive a printed Receipt.
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LIBRARY AUTOMATION

Hand Held Scanner: The handheld device scans the RFID   book tags within minutes thus helps in loca�ng books, shelf rec�fica�on 

and stock control.

Security Gate: The RFID gate ensures electronically that no book is 

issued/taken from the library. 

OPACS (Online Public Access Catalogue): Students are provided 

access to the loca�on of books within seconds.

CCTV Surveillance: The library is secured through high end CCTV 

cameras monitoring every nook and corner of the library and its 

premises. 

E- Resources: The library has procured e-resources of reputed 

ins�tu�ons like IIT's, IIM's and CEC for the students and the faculty. 

The library has about 6 TB 

data of NPTEL and CEC. 

BROWSING CENTRES:  Two browsing centers, each for boys and girls were upgraded with 

the  latest configura�on in all-in-one desktops. 30 new computer systems have been 

installed in these centres. A high dedicated internet connec�on of FTTA has been installed 

for speedy browsing. 

Reference Sec�on: The furniture of the sec�on was upgraded and new cozy reading chairs 

are placed for strain free reading of students. 

RFID CARDS : The library has replaced old PVC cards with the new RFID chip based smart 

card for self check-in and check-out of library items. 

Subscrip�on to E- Journals and E-Books : The library subscribes to NLIST which has around 

millions of e-books and  6000+ journals 

Na�onal Digital Library: The library facilitates registra�on in na�onal digital library for 

students and teachers.

Financial aid is granted to the students belonging to poor class by the college every year. Besides, the college scholarship 
commi�ee helps the deserving students from various categories to get  scholarships  from the different schemes offered at  the 
centre and UT level.
